This young vocal ensemble
is committed to contemporary choral music and,
under Gordon’s direction, it has given over 50
concerts in Germany, Spain, France and Iceland
including premiering 17 works and participating in
four international choral festivals.

His compositions have been internationally
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recognized with prize-winning efforts in Europe

and USA and he is a represented composer at the
Australian Music Centre.

In September 2009, Gordon moved to Brisbane
to take over as the new conductor and artistic
director of one of Australia’s foremost youth choirs,
The Australian Voices (TAV).

Gordon’s presence at Choralfest 2010 is a
major coup for the conference and a wonderful
opportunity for those who love to sing — regardless
of age and experience - to learn from and work
with this highly accomplished musical identity.
